Did you know ..... Highampton means high farm and that the first known
spelling for Highampton was 1086 when it was known as Hantona?

In 1282 it became Heantone , in 1285 this became Hanton and in 1303
Heghanton.  Subsequent changes date from: -

1318 Hehampton

1330 Hegheheauntone

1336 Hegheamton

1372 Hegheyampton

1492 Highanton

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Dumpleton, gave an interesting talk on his 50 years in farming which commenced with his time at
Agriculture College in the early 1960s, and his farming experiences at Town Barton Farm, Highamptol
since 1966.

After college, Charles arrived at the farm with his parents with the aspiration of running a mixed farming
enterprise consisting mainly of cows, beef and sheep and, at one stage, trying his hand at turning some ¢
the land over to arable crops.

The talk, which was well attended, was illustrated with contemporary slides that showed just how much
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hard work from days gone by.

As a matter of local historical interest, the Assize Rolls of 1244 shows that Town Barton was most likel
occupied by Adam de la Tune in the™®&entury. The present farmhouse probably dates from the
eighteenth century.The parish church of the Holy Cross, with its original Norman arch and west tower
built in 1489, stands adjacent to the farm.

The next meeting of the Local History Group will be held at Highampton Village Hélednesday
February 17 at 7.30 pmwhen a film will be shown on the aftermath of the Foot & Mouth outbreak that
occurred in 2001.

The Group meets on the third Wednesday of each month, at 7.30pm in the Committee Room, at
Highampton Village Hall (unless otherwise stated). Yearly membership is £5.00. Non members are ask
to make a contribution of £1.00 at each meeting which goes towards the cost of running the Group. Free
coffee and biscuits are provided at meetings.
