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Easter Candle 
In recent years many of you will have visited a Cathedral or large Parish Church (even some 
quite small ones) and discovered within an array of small candles, or tea lights, some burning 
and others waiting to be lit. Maybe you have lit some yourselves. These days it has become a 
very popular feature and well used, not least by those who are not frequent worshippers or 
Church members. Similarly I have read that nationally the best attended service in the year is 
the Christingle Service at Christmas with its predominant focus on the congregation holding 
small lighted candles. I wonder why? Is it connected with a deep personal spirituality which 
recognises a need for the light of God’s love to shine in  us and dispel the darkness of evil 
and sin. Hopefully this then becomes a realisation of the presence of that light in the person 
of Jesus. The lighting of a candle  is also for many a tangible symbol of our prayers for our-
selves, and for others, especially someone in need.  
A special Easter Candle has featured widely in the worship of the Christian Church 
from the earliest times (in those days often literally one of the only sources of light), The one  
which my wife and I saw in May last year in a Church in Rome was with its stand at least 20 
feet high – perhaps rather ‘OTT’  but the Basilica was absolutely huge!. Lit for the first time 
at the service on Easter Day (or on Easter Eve) it is a significant symbol of the glorious Ris-
ing from the Dead of our Crucified Lord and of the victory which He has won through the 
sacrifice of His death.  By accepting Jesus as our Saviour we are set free from the strangle-
hold of sin and the permanence of death and thereby born again into the joyous new life of 
God’s eternal love dwelling in us. It is the victory of the Cross that leads to the joy of Easter- 
light out of darkness, new life out of death, The Easter Candle reminds us of the victory of 
our Saviour’s love which gives  hope and peace and joy for ourselves, our families, our 
Church, and our world. This year all four Benefice Churches will have an Easter Candle. We 
hope they will enrich both the beauty and the meaning of our worship. 
 
The joy of Easter comes only through the  journey to the cross. The pattern of our worship 
during this ‘Holy Week’ , as it is traditionally called, is an opportunity to share in that jour-
ney. The full details are elsewhere in the list of services for the month. Apart from the four 
Easter Day Communion Services,  there will be on Palm Sunday the distribution of small 
crosses made from palm leaves, and on Maundy Thursday a simple United Communion Ser-
vice in St. John the Baptists Church to commemorate the Last Supper. On Good Friday there 
will be a traditional devotional service ‘Watching at the Cross’  both at Hatherleigh at 12 – 1 
p.m. and Exbourne 2-3 p.m. with music, prayers and one address and a time for quiet medita-
tion. You are very welcome to come and go at any time and stay for as long as you wish.

It doesn’ t seem that long ago that Staceys 
were clearing the site to start building the 
Community Centre. In fact it was Septem-
ber 2005. In my last article in The Pump I 
listed the various organisations and agen-
cies who had given us the money to build 
the Centre. This means that by September 
this year the Centre will be finished, the 
multi-games area will be completed and 
the landscaping will also be complete. In-
side the building everything will be func-
tional. The bleacher seating (pull out seat-
ing for 180) will be in place, sound sys-
tems installed, security fully functioning, 
electrics and heating up and running and 
all decoration inside and out completed. 
The Centre will be handed over to us by 
Staceys, who will have competed their re-
mit. 
Noel Cartwright, whose work on behalf of 
the the Centre has been fantastic and who 
has largely been responsible for the posi-
tion it is in today, is still approaching vari-
ous organisations for additional funds for a 
variety of causes. However we will still 
need to raise money for various things in 
the centre. We will need more furniture, as 
the tables and chairs in the Town Hall will 
need to be increased. Curtains will be 
needed for the windows; sports equipment 
for the multi use games area (MUGA!); 
equipment for the kitchen and all the ex-
tras needed to run the centre. Whenever 
one moves into a new home, as most of us 
have done at one time or another, it is al-
ways alarming to find all the extra things 
one has to purchase!  
We are therefore appealing locally to raise 
money to be able to deal with these extras. 
The Walruses very generously presented 
us with £2,500, but this is specifically for 
the Children’s Play Area. A handful of 
local people have already very generously 

contributed money to the Centre, for which 
we are very grateful. 
If local people, clubs or organisations would 
please like to give money to the Centre, it 
would be more than welcome, as it is much 
needed. Money can be given as Gift Aid, 
which means we can claim a tax rebate on it. 
Brian Abell (810478) as Treasurer holds the 
Gift Aid Forms and can fully explain their 
workings and advantages. 
Finally, in September we will have a Com-
munity Centre of which we can all be very 
proud.

We 
are not all off having a jolly time 
shopping - honestly!!  The only ef-
fect that this will have on you the 
patient is that all calls are diverted 
to Devon Doctors so that any urgent 
calls are dealt with. 
 
Each year I receive a calendar of 
health events for the year, this 
month is no exception I try to write 
my little piece for the Pump with 
this in mind. April seems to be the 
month for many mental health is-
sues. Unlike broken bones or spots 
mental health issues are often much 
harder to define. Quite often the 
person suffering may not recognise 
their own symptoms and it may re-
quire another person i.e. friend or 
partner to identify a need and seek 
help. We all have times in our lives 
or may be cyclical time in the year 

when we feel low. This in itself is 
normal and often passes quickly. 
However sometimes things go on 
and we are not able to improve 
with a little time and TLC. Over 
half the issue is recognising a 
problem at the outset and then 
knowing how and where to get 
help. Many people turn to friends 
and family but with people moving 
further from family networks this 
safety net is not always available. 
At the surgery we have access to 
information and counselling ser-
vices that may be able to help. 
Sometimes medication is required 
to enable people to get through 
hard times; this must always be 
prescribed and be carefully moni-
tored by the Doctor. There is often 
no " quick fix" for depression 
rather a slow and steady improve-
ment over months. If you feel that 
you or someone close to you may 
be suffering then come and see the 
Dr. or Nurse.
