Y ou may have read about the new
way of booking hospital out pa-
tients appointments in the newspa-
pers.

When the
Doctor thinks you need areferral
he will generate aletter which is
allocated a personal number on line

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to the speciality chosen i.e. Ear Nose
and Throat for a problem with tonsils.

Y ou will then receive in the post a letter
with your personal number and the spe-
ciality you have been referred to. There
will be atelephone number for you to
call and book your appointment. Y ou
will need to keep this letter safe as it
has important information on it. At pre-
sent not all specialities are available
and not all hospitals can offer the ser-
vices we are requesting. Eventually you
may be able to select hospitals across
the country and will be able to consider
the length of awaiting list, or the
cleanliness of a hospital as factorsin-
fluencing your choice. Aswith any new
system we are experiencing some tech-
nical glitches but as we become more
familiar with the system so things will
move more smoothly. In the case of 2
week waits ( people with possible can-
cer diagnosis) we are still faxing refer-
rals through as delays in postage may
result in alonger wait than the optimum
time. The aim of this new system isto
encourage patients towards greater
choice and an ability to make appoint-
ments at a time which suits them.
Hopefully thiswill mean no DNAs at
clinics and a more efficient system for
all. Olive Bush our receptionist at the
Surgery is the Choose and Book Queen
and is able to help iron out any prob-
lems we may have. With such a new
system we are proceeding cautiously so

let us know if you found the system
good or if you had problems withit -
we will try to help!

NO SMOKING

Here we arein 2007 time for changes!!
Remember that New Y ears resolution
about giving up smoking, well wege
here to help. Without seeing the Dr or
Nurse you can ask for a Quit Smoking
pack to read at you leisure. It includes
information and telephone numbers to
contact groups and people who can help
you to quit. We can prescribe patches,
gum or inhalators as nicotine replace-
ment. Whereas we used to give peoplea
reducing dose of nicotine replacement
down to zero, research shows that some
people may need to be on alow dose of
nicotine replacement for many months
or years. Nicotine replacement is avail-
able on prescription which means you
will only have to pay if you would usu-
aly pay for prescriptions. One word of
warning IF YOU ARE PRESCRIBED
NICOTINE REPLACEMENT YOU
MUST NOT SMOKE - THE COM-
BINATION CAN BE FATAL
CALLING ALL 14+ YEAR OLDS

If you are over 14 then you are due a
booster of you tetanus and polio. You
may also be asked about MMR. These
vaccinations are not given at school so
you will need to make an appointment
with the Nurse at the Surgery.
