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Lent is a period when Christian people reflect upon their lives and their relationships with God and with 
others. This year it has coincided with the economic crisis or ‘credit crunch’ and as I write I hear that the 
Government has taken an even larger stake in another High Street bank. This crisis has highlighted the 
consequences of a society whose values are rooted in acquisitiveness, greed, selfishness and a desire for 
power. Not that there is anything wrong with money or material possessions, but when they become pre
-eminent in our lives (false gods The Bible calls such things) then they can lead to suffering. This is 
exampled in the lives of so many good and hardworking people who are losing homes, jobs, businesses 
and savings at this time – please pray for them. 
With a loss of confidence in so many of our institutions, where now can people place their trust and 
hope for the future? Lent calls us to reflect upon another way with different values such as justice, 
mercy, fairness and selfless love. This is the way of Jesus Christ whose values are constant and whose 
love for us (even through difficult times) is eternal. 
As we approach Easter we are reminded in St John’s Gospel (3:16) that God so loved the world that He 
gave us Jesus - His only Son. You will recall that we celebrated His birth at Christmas, and now we 
remember that for us He died. He lived to offer us love and joy and hope, peace in our hearts, and mean-
ing and purpose in our lives. He died so that we might be set free from events in the past that often hold 
us back, and have the liberty to begin life again in a new and positive way. Some people believe Christ’s 
death and resurrection to be theological speculation, but it is one of the best-attested events in early his-
tory. Far better than the two sources for the life of Alexander the Great (whom nobody doubts) which 
were both written many centuries later. On the cross, God in Christ gave of Himself and of His great 
love, so that we might enjoy a very full and rich life, and find our true identity. 
How we might respond to such awesome love is not a new question. In the seventeenth century, Isaac 
Watts answered it beautifully in the words of his hymn: 
  When I survey the wondrous cross, 
  On which the Prince of Glory died, 
  My richest gain I count but loss, 
  And pour contempt on all my pride. 
  Were the whole realm of nature mine, 
  That were an offering far too small; 
  Love so amazing, so divine, 
  Demands my soul, my life, my all. 
Through such responses, many lives have been changed and continue to be changed, including my 
own. As we travel through April, consider God’s love in the yellow burst of daffodils and in the warm 
spring sunshine. Consider God’s gift of His Son, and His love in the Easter story. Consider also, how 
the world might be a better place if more people embraced His values.
