Debts beyond the Grave 
It is a common misconception that when you 

shuffle off lifeôs mortal coil, your debts die with 

you.  That is not so-would that it were for many, I 

suspect.  The law states that on death, your debts 

have to be paid from your estate. 

Executorôs duty 

If you are an executor, it is your duty to ensure 

that the deceasedôs debts are cleared before the 

beneficiaries get paid out.  It is sometimes rather 

difficult, especially if the deceasedôs affairs were 

not in good order, to discover precisely what 

debts were left behind.  Be warned! You as the 

executor may well become responsible for pay-

ing these debts if you pay out the beneficiaries 

without clearing all the debts first.    

If you are unsure what the debts are, what do you 

do?  Well, you will need to place adverts in the 

London Gazette and a local paper notifying any-

one who may have a claim on the estate to come 

forward with proof.  You then pay that creditor 

out. You then must wait two months before pay-

ing out the beneficiaries. 

Pecking order 

Once you, as executor, have got in the money 

comprising the deceasedôs estate, you cannot pay 

the debts as you see fit, or as the deceased may 

have wished.  There is a definite pecking order.  

At the top of the order are the funeral and 

ñtestamentaryò expenses-which are those in-

curred in dealing with the will.  These are fol-

lowed by paying out any mortgages secured on a 

property, then paying out HM Revenue and Cus-

toms, then by repaying any money due to the 

DWP such as any overpayment of benefits.  This 

is followed by unpaid pension contributions and 

wages.  After that comes the butcher, the baker, 

the candlestick maker................ 

Beneficiaries 

After clearing the debts set out above, the rest 

should be available to pay to the beneficiaries.  

But what if there isnôt enough left to pay every-

one their legacy?  In that case, the executor will 

first pay out those to whom a specific amount has 

been earmarked in the will.  The other beneficiar-

ies are then paid out what is left over. 

Action 

The duty of an executor is a high one.  It can be 

burdensome.  It can be strung out over a long 

period of time.  It can, and often will, cause worry 

and stress.  There are many pitfalls-plenty of 

which are unforeseen.  This is why many execu-

tors find the responsibility too great and renounce 

their position.  This is also why many people 

appoint professional executors, such as their trust-

worthy solicitor, to do the job for them.  Good 

advice is really important.
