It was, of course, the annual Y oung Peoples Christian Weekend from
Hatherleigh, once again brilliantly organised by Sandra and Steve Collier, ably assisted
by Julie and lan Fishleigh and other members of their team.

With the bunk rooms, large day room (and most particularly alarge kitchen!)
‘Bernards Acre’ is an ideal venue and the location is perfect (apart this year from the
dive bombing midges!!) The extensive grounds have been levelled out near the river
with an area of amphitheatre style seating, which made a perfect venue for the outdoor
service, attended this year by a good number of visitors, and led by Michagl Winter. It
featured an exciting ‘home produced’ drama about the life of Moses (the River Taw be-
ing used for the crossing of the Red Seal) With its programme of Bible based worship,
friendship and adventure activities (some of these were at the Okehampton YHA) it
showed that being a Christian is about fun, as well as service and commitment, and
gives great qualities to young people in asociety where tragically so many have so little,
if any, religious and moral framework in which to build their lives.

World Heritage Success for Cornwall and
West Devon Mining Landscape

CELEBRATIONS have been taking place
over the last week following the announce-
ment that the Cornwall and West Devon Min-
ing Landscape (Cornish Mining) has became a
World Heritage Site.
Cornish Mining represents one of the longest
histories of industrial heritage conservation in
the world and is unique in being the first of its
kind concerned with the mining and ore proc-
ng of tin and arsenic, together with copper
and other industrial metals. Through these
advances the industry contributed substan-
tialy to theindustrial revolution in the rest of
Britain.
Over 70 organisations have been involved in
putting the bid together, which was the largest
and most complex application ever submitted
by the UK Government. Cornish Mining now
joins the ranks of world-famous sites such as
the Tg) Mahal, the Great Wall of Chinaand
the Grand Canyon.
The World Heritage Site covers mining land-
scapes dating from 1700 to 1914, when deep
hard-rock mining was developed locally and
