The holiday season is again with us. I hope that whatever you do and wherever you go 

you will come back relaxed and refreshed. We had two weeks in June on the Isle of Skye, 

and in that stunningly beautiful and remote part of the mainland called Sutherland.  On the 

way up to Ullapool you see many majestic ranges of mountains, but beyond there are only 

massive individual mountains with a couple of miles of rough terrain between them. No 

farms, no sheep, rarely a cottage and very little traffic. Only red deer and eagles and 

wilderness. My son James and I climbed one mountain (not the highest but very 

distinctive - you can see it through Google) called Stac Pollaidh. It was amazing and I 

cannot begin to describe to you the vastness of that landscape. We sat for an hour almost 

totally in silence ï it was stunning. A postman we met (on holiday from Northampton - 

who offered to take our photograph), commented that we were just like specks of dust in 

such a place. I was reminded of the words of Psalm 8: 

O Lord, Our Lord, how majestic is Your name in all the earth, 

(and v4) What is man that You are mindful of Him. 

What is man, what is man? I kept repeating those words. To be in that place was a very 

humbling experience. 

We were there in the run-up to the G8 summit in LôAquila when Presidents, Prime 

Ministers and political leaders were hoping to resolve some of the major issues facing our 

global community. These meetings are of course necessary (it is always better to talk than 

to fight) but with so much hype and so much money spent in hosting the event, am I alone 

in being disappointed by how slowly we move forward? 

After leaving Stac Pollaidh we went to a lesser hill called Knockan Crag which is 

important for a geological event which occurred there some 430-440 million years ago 

(my son is interested in geology). Here we found a stone ledge like a long bench and we 

sat here for some while. ï the view was awesome. After some minutes I turned to James 

and said that if ever I had any real power I would bring the leaders of the nations to this 

stone ledge. All on their own, with no secretaries, flunkies, privileges or luxuries, I would 

invite them to sit in silence for an hour in that awesome and humbling landscape and only 

then begin to consider the needs of our world.  

Problems in the world are not new and one of the virtues of reading the bible is the 

perspective on time that it gives to us. Let me finish with just one verse: 

 Before his downfall a manôs heart is proud, 

 But humility comes before honour. (Proverbs 18:12). 

I hope that you can all have some rest and relaxation this summer.
