Come to one. Come to them all. 

It is not often that Lent starts so very early in the year, when we have hardly had time to make - 
and break - our New Year's resolutions. [The timing is governed by the timing of Easter Sunday, 
which is itself governed by the moon. This was agreed as long ago as 325AD at the Council of 
Nicaea, a meeting of the bishops of the then Christian world which decided many important 

things, not least the wording of the Nicene creed. Easter Sunday is the first Sunday after the Pas-
chal full moon, which is the full moon that occurs on the day of the vernal equinox - 21st March 
- or on any of the next 28 days. This year that is Sunday 23rd March and so Lent starts with Ash 
Wednesday on 6th February. ] There are still many who give up something in Lent - chocolates 

or wine are two often chosen, depending on which is the hardest - an echo of the traditional 
Lenten fast. Many others undertake something positive instead like helping a charity, or making 
a special effort to overcome a fault, perhaps one we know drives our nearest and dearest to dis-

traction - an untidy bedroom perhaps. Whatever we do, we should seek inspirations from the one 
whose forty days in the wilderness inspired Lent: Jesus. As the gospels tell us, before he started 
his ministry, Jesus was driven by the Holy  Spirit into the wilderness where he fasted for 40 days 
and was tempted by Satan. The wilderness was a wild, dangerous place and also the place where 
one could come close to God. So Jesus, prompted by the need to do just that before he starts his 
life's work, withdraws to the place beyond the distractions of this world. In this place of divine 
encounter, it becomes very clear to him that he has a very definite choice between God's way 

and the way of Satan and the world - it cannot be both/and or any form of compromise. We can 
celebrate Easter with all its promise and fulfilment only because he chose God's way. Perhaps 
the best use to make of Lent would be to set aside some time to consider, completely honestly, 
and in the light of God's loving call to us to follow his way, how we are living our lives. Such a 
review might lead to small or even large changes or perhaps none at all. But to know oneself 

better, admitting our shortcomings even if we fail to alter them is always worthwhile, not least 
because it should make us more tolerant of the failings of others which we usually see so clearly. 
Above all we must remember that God loves each and every one in spite of our faults, enough to 

die for us and ensure our eternal salvation. May we all use the period of Lent to good effect.

November 2007 

Total rainfall 72. 90 mm / 2.87 ins. 
( November 2006 160. 50 mm / 6.31 ins. ) 
Rainfall for November was well below the aver-
age expected. The first half of the month saw very 
little rain, with just 5.50mm falling over sixteen 
days. Thereafter rain fell on ten of the following 
fourteen days. In the main it was a mild month, 
with little frost, the exception being the morning 
of the 24th. with a reading of 3.5 c. 

December 2007 
Total Rainfall 144. 90 mm / 5. 70 ins. ( December 
2006 163. 60 mm / 6. 44 ins. )  Rainfall for De-
cember was above average, with the first and 
fourth weeks seeing much rain. A much drier 
spell ensued over the two middle weeks with 
some fine sunny days, after frost. With the wind 
in the east it was  cold and sometimes very foggy. 
The Christmas period however saw mild condi-
tions with 18mm ( 0.75 ins) rain 
falling overnight on Christmas Eve. 

End of Year Review 
2007 Total Rainfall 1,269. 60 mm / 49. 98 ins.  
 ( 2006  973. 20 mm / 38. 31 ins. ) 
As the statistics show, rainfall for the year of 
nearly 50 inches is almost 25% more than the 
average expected for our area in a normal year, 
and is certainly the highest annual figure since  
the year 2000. The pattern of rainfall has been 
most unusual. Twenty two inches of rain fell 
over the summer months of May, June, July and 
August, when we should expect nine ! Tempera-
tures have been above average, the hours of sun-
shine less, and with many windy days.

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WEST Devon Borough Council’s 
meeting Chamber has undergone an 
amazing transformation – into a new 
NHS dental practice for residents. 
The new Tavistock surgery at Kilwor-
thy Park, which will serve around 
6,000 patients, was officially opened 
today (Monday January 21), by the 
Mayor of West Devon, Cllr Dennis 
Bater. 
The opening was part of a double cele-
bration for the Council, as the Mayor 
also performed a ‘Topping Out’ cere-
mony on a building project, also at 
West Devon’s Kilworthy Park site.    
The development, which will see new 
offices for businesses to rent, improved 
meeting areas for the community, a 
conference suite and a transformation 
of the Council’s reception area into a 
‘one-stop shop’ for West Devon peo-
ple, has reached an exciting new mile-
stone. 
Cllr Bater climbed to the top of the 
new structure and placed a small fir 
tree in the rafters – an age-old tradition 
to acknowledge that the tip of the 
building has been reached and that the 
development is going well. 
The project, which will be completed 
this Summer, is a £3.9 million self-
financing initiative by the Council. En-
ergy efficient and sustainable measures 
are also being built into the develop-
ment to include features such as photo-
voltaic cells on the roofs to produce 
electricity, storing rainwater to be used 
for toilet facilities and innovative gas 

fuelled boilers which recover heat and 
reuse it. 
Cllr Bater told guests at the double cere-
mony: “This is a great day for the people 
of West Devon. The dental practice is  
already proving to be a great success and 
the new development will bring further 
benefits to the community.” 
The Borough Council has worked with 
the Devon Primary Care Trust to provide 
the new dental service, enabling 6,000 
patients to register in the first instance 
with a capacity to take further clients in 
the future. 
Andrew Harris, of Devon Primary Care 
Trust who is responsible for dentistry in 
the county, is delighted with the new 
practice. 
He said: “The number of people who 
have contacted us wanting to join the 
practice clearly demonstrates that there 
is a real need for NHS dentistry in the 
town. We are delighted to be supporting 
this development.” 
The new Dental Practice is being man-
aged by Associated Dental Practices 
(ADP). 
Devon Primary Care Trust has set up a 
central dental telephone line to assist pa-
tients looking for an NHS dentist.  Any-
one who wants to add their name to the 
list should call 0845 002 0034 and leave 
a message, including their name, ad-
dress, contact details and date of birth. 
Patients who have already registered on 
an NHS waiting list locally do not need 
to call.

The Sad Passing of Common Sense 
Today we mourn the passing of a beloved old friend, 
Common Sense, who has been with us for many 
years. No one knows for sure how old he was since 
his birth records were long ago lost in bureaucratic 
red tape.

It declined even further when schools were required 
to get parental consent to administer Panadol, sun 
lotion or a sticky plaster to a student; but, could not 
inform the parents when a student became pregnant 
and wanted to have an abortion. 
Common Sense lost the will to live as the Ten Com-
mandments became contraband; churches became 
businesses; and criminals received better treatment 
than their victims. Common Sense took a beating 
when you couldn’t defend yourself from a burglar in 
your own home and the burglar could sue you for 
assault. Common Sense finally gave up the will to 
live, after a woman failed to realise that a steaming 
cup of coffee was hot. She spilled a little in her lap, 
and was promptly awarded a huge settlement. 
Common Sense was preceded in death by his parents, 
Truth and Trust; his wife, Discretion; his daughter, 
Responsibility; and his son, Reason. He is survived by 
three stepbrothers; I Know My Rights, Someone Else 
is to Blame, and I’m A Victim. 
Not many attended his funeral because so few realised 
he was gone.
