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Feedback on Parish Church Questionnaires
In the October Parish Pump, we sent out a PariglirdbhQuestionnaire to the parishes of
Hatherleigh, Meeth, Exbourne and Jacobstowe inyigiaople’s views about the Church and
its role in our communities. Thank you to those wbok the time to fill in a questionnaire.
We had only 38 replies, but they have made vemrasting reading and certainly give us a
useful starting place as we put together our planthe next few years.

There were three times as many responses from waséom men, with over 80% of
the respondents being over 45. Some of the resptsdere under 18, but only one was in
the 30-44 age group and there were none from tH2918ye group.

Most respondents saw the Parish Church as impgdserause it was the centre of the
community, a place of peace and quiet, where peapiéd come and worship and be among
friends and because it was an historic and bedutifiding. Reasons for it not being impor-
tant included attending a different denominatiod &nding it a difficult place to feel com-
fortable for those who were not familiar with whatdo in each part of a service.

The Parish Church was thought by many to do sesvand festivals well and to pro-
vide a good welcome and support. It was commeftadit would be good if it could do more
pastoral visiting of people in the community, irdduand involve people more, and put on
more social occasions.

Of those who thought that more use could be mdddharch buildings, several sug-
gested using them for concerts and social occasdrsmilar number commented that the
church buildings couldn’t be used more because #eyldn’'t compete with other commu-
nity buildings and they often don’t have adequatsdlities.

Respondents desired that the Church should praziddde range of activities for
young and old both within the church and within doenmunity. However, the main priorities
should be teaching about God and the Bible, regcbirt and providing love and support to
the community, and worship.

It was noted by several people that people incoammunities already give a lot of time
and money toward the ministry of the churches. 8atigns as to how churches could best

Responses to the types of services people wokgdsihowed that the overwhelming
preference was for services on Sunday morning aradternoon. However, it was clear that
both traditional and modern language services wepilar with great variety in what content
and service style were preferred.
