New Community Centre

Work Begins on Unique West Devon
Community & Enterprise Centre
WORK has begun on aunique £1.6 mil-
lion multi-use community and enterprise
centre in Hatherleigh near Okehampton
which is expected to play amajor role

Hatherleigh, Mesth,

towards regenerating the area.
Builders have moved onto the centre site off
Hatherleigh roundabout and it’s expected that
building work will be completed by September
2006.
Led by the townspeople and pioneered by the
Hatherleigh Area Project, the centre will replace
the existing 100-year-old town hall.
It will provide a community focus for services
such as a Children’s Centre through the govern-
ment-supported Sure Start initiative, alibrary, a
modern resource for arts and sporting activities as
well as providing facilities for vital business ad-
vice and support.
It was a decade ago that the community first rec-
ognized that it needed a new community centre
and ever since then the community of Hatherleigh
has become very much involved in the project.
Following the foot and mouth epidemic of 2001,
where the Hatherleigh area was hard hit, the drive
to build a new centre surged forward. The Hather-
leigh Area Project was set up following the out-

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break to address the social and economic
conseguences in Hatherleigh and its hinter-
land.

The Project team has worked tirelessly to
bring in outside funding for the develop-
ment and the community itself has raised
money towards the scheme. Local fundrais-
ing and the sale of the existing hall is ex-
pected to bring the community’ s contribu-
tion up to £270,000.
