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From  Revd. John Smart 
By the time that my wife and I were finalising dates for our recent visit to New 
Zealand, we had begun to hear about something very special that would be hap-
pening in Hatherleigh on what was referred to as `Holy Thursday'  which I then 
realised was the local name for the great Christian Festival of Ascension Day. 
Apparently it would be the day of the annual Parish Church Sunday School Anni-
versary. It certainly seemed too important to miss. So, after 31 hours of travel we 
managed to return home in time ± although not without a certain amount of `jet 
lag' ! (As a number of you will know New Zealand is such a delightful place not 
only for the scenery but for the friendly and considerate character of the people, 
that it is a shame it is so far away!) But our decision was absolutely right.  The 
Procession round the town was something we had never seen the like of! Many 
of you will know all about this, perhaps taking part when you were younger, but 
this procession was a totally new experience for Rosemary and myself.  It is now 
very rare and may well be one of the few anniversary processions in the whole of 
southern England ± another of those unique characteristics of this historic town. 
 Following the Church Service in the late afternoon, when the children partici-
pated with much talent and enthusiasm (as I believe was also true on the previous 
Sunday,) and the delicious tea, we began the Procession. Led by the Town Band 
and preceded by the beautifully made Floral Crown on top of an exceedingly 
heavy pole (congratulations to those who carry this - which I believe is quite a 
family tradition). The Band set the pace and quite a pace it was, especially with 
my `jet lag' ! I hadn' t realised how hilly parts of Hatherleigh are! It was great fun, 
which where possible should always be one of the qualities of belonging to 
God' s Family. There were several stops and on each occasion I led a Prayer and 
we sang two verses of a hymn. For me this was the most significant part of all. In 
a sense here was Jesus himself in His people, young and not so young, going 
round Hatherleigh with their Floral Crown as a sign that He is King of Love.  
Thereby we were symbolically bringing to the community God' s love for us, for 
our country and our world  where there is so much injustice, pain and evil. We 
sang His praise and in the short times of prayer were bringing the families and 
people of the town within the compass of God' s love so that His love and kind-
ness can shine within  homes and families, the school, the churches, its busi-
nesses, shops and organisations. To bring God' s love and joy and peace into 
daily living is what our Church communities should always be seeking to do.  
The Sunday School Anniversary on Ascension Day is a fine example of this. 
Thank you to all who make it possible year by year, especially the children, their 
leaders and helpers.

Community Nursing Service 
If a friend or relative is being discharged 
from hospital or requires further medical 
help at home the Community Nursing ser-
vice will become involved. This used to be 
called the District Nursing service. 
We work very closely together to ensure that 
patients are receiving the optimum care at 
home. They are also a great resource for 
helping out with where to get extra help. 
They work alongside other services such as 
Occupational therapy and physiotherapy and 
hospicecare. 
Messages can be left for the Nurses on the 
normal surgery number, the reception staff 
put messages in the day book for the atten-
tion of the community nurse. If the message 
is urgent them we can contact the nurses on 
their mobiles. 
 Sometimes I may refer patients to the com-
munity nurse with general problems or espe-
cially if there are any concerns about leg ul-
cers. We often work together with patients 
investigating circulatory problems. 
In general terms Community Nurses are a 

vital  part of the Surgery Team they form the 
link between patients who cannot come into sur-
gery and the Doctor.

King  our senior District Nurse who is moving 
away from the area. We wish her happiness in 
her retirement and many thanks for all her hard 
work in and out of the Practice. 
Alzheimer' s Awareness Week July 
Think again - L ife doesn©t always turn out as 
you©d expect 
Did you ever think that someone at the peak of 
their career could forget how to do their job? 
That they wouldn©t be able to recognize their 
family? 
For thousands of people in their 40s, 50s and 
60s, this is the reality of dementia. But what 
happens when a younger person is diagnosed 
with an ©old person©s© disease? 
I t©s time to think again about what 
dementia means 
In the UK, over 18,000 people under 65 have 
dementia.  
Dementia is caused by various diseases that af-
fect the brain, not just Alzheimer©s disease.  
Dementia can affect anyone at any age 
There is a general misunderstanding that only 
older people get dementia. This can affect the 
support that younger people receive. Younger 
people with dementia also require specialist ser-
vices to meet their distinct needs. 
What is dementia? 
Dementia is a term used to describe various dif-
ferent brain disorders that have in common a 
loss of brain function that is usually progressive 
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and eventually severe. There are over 100 dif-
ferent types of dementia. The most common are 
Alzheimer' s disease, vascular dementia and 
dementia with Lewy bodies. 
Symptoms of dementia include loss of memory, 
confusion and problems with speech and under-
standing

All types of dementia are progressive illnesses. 
This means that the structure and chemistry of 
the brain become increasingly damaged over 
time. The person©s ability to remember, under-
stand, communicate and reason will gradually 
decline. 
Dementia of any sort puts a lot of strain on eve-
ryone from the person suffering to all those 
around them. If you suspect that a relative may 
be showing signs of dementia then they need to 
see their Doctor. There are medications that 
may help some patients delay the progress of 
their disease. These may be prescribed by 
a  consultant and often further investigation is 
needed before the drugs are issued 
Glaucoma 
Glaucoma is the name given to a group of con-
ditions in which the optic nerve is damaged 
where it leaves the eye. This nerve carries the 
information about what is being seen from the 
eye to the brain.  
The eye needs a certain amount of internal pres-
sure in order to work. In glaucoma, the pressure 
within the eye is too high for the optic nerve 
and it is damaged, leading to a characteristic 
loss of the visual field. 
This damage starts in the off-centre parts of the 
vision, and if untreated, progresses to tunnel 
vision and eventually blindness. 
The loss of vision in glaucoma is permanent, 
but with early treatment, the damage to vision 
can be minimised. 
Glaucoma is the name given to a group of con-

ditions in which the optic nerve is damaged 
where it leaves the eye. This nerve carries the 
information about what is being seen from 
the eye to the brain.  
This damage starts in the off-centre parts of 
the vision, and if untreated, progresses to tun-
nel vision and eventually blindness. 
The loss of vision in glaucoma is permanent, 
but with early treatment, the damage to vision 
can be minimized. 
Primary open angle (chronic) glaucoma 
Sight that has been lost through glaucoma 
cannot be restored, but chronic glaucoma can 
be controlled and further loss of sight either 
prevented or appreciably slowed down in the 
majority of patients.  
Treatment is by eye drops, tablets, laser light 
beam or surgery depending on individual cir-
cumstances. 
Glaucoma tends to run in families, but only 
some glaucoma patients have affected rela-
tives. If you have glaucoma, close relatives 
(parents, siblings or children) should have a 
regular glaucoma test (every year) at a local 
optician, once they reach the age of 40 years 
or earlier if there are other risk factors present 
e.g. African-Caribbean origin, Diabetes, 
Myopia (very short sight). The risk factors 
tend to be cumulative so for a person with 
several risk factors testing as early as their 
20©s may be appropriate.
