Hatherleigh Car Park
Parking charges change at the beginning of
June. Lengthy discussions have taken place
with West Devon Borough Council regarding
Car Parking charges and street parking in
Hatherleigh. Thisisamajor problem in town
and will be a controversia one for the fore-
seeable future. We do have a car park that is
almost empty most of the time. When people
park on the street there are anumber of ad-
verse knock-on effects:

It restricts access for buses, delivery lorries
and emergency vehicles

The bus service that went up to Claremont
had so many delays caused by on street
parking that now thereis NO busto that end
of town and it isa struggle for some people
to get from the bus stop by the car park to
Claremont.

It isdriving away the “stop outside the
shop for 10 minutes shopper.” There are
users of the Post Office who choose to drive
to Meeth or Okehampton because thereis
nowhere near to stop.

Asfar as| know there are no plans for the
imposition of Yellow Lines around the
town. Thiswould be done by Devon
County Council and not West Devon; it
would be on the recommendations of the
police and emergency services.

West Devon Borough Council is very aware
of the strength of feeling in the town about
the imposition of parking charges but at the
moment there isno alternative. Thereis go-
ing to be areview in the autumn and with
continued pressure from the town we may get
some relaxation. Parking charges around the
Borough save the equivalent of £38 per
household on Council Tax.

Hatherleigh Shops

This does lead on to the future of our shops;
we already have 3 empty shops and if we do
not support the remainingones, then within 5

years there will be no shops or Post Office.
The Co-op and garages will be here and the
town will turn into adormitory town.

A delegation of 16 people representing 12 in
town businesses, the Town Council, HAP,
Business Forum, and Borough Councillor met
David Incoll (Chief Executive West Devon),
Nick Payne (Corporate Director West Devon)
and Tim Beavon (Head of Economic Devel-
opment, West Devon) on 10" May to express
our concerns and to try to see away forward.
We all aired our views and we have been of-
fered the resources of West Devon to promote
the town and improve signage. It was also
suggested that the opening of the new commu-
nity centre in September would be a good op-
portunity to put Hatherleigh back on the map.
Hatherleigh Post Office provides avery dedi-
cated service to all of usbut it is government
policy now to have many of the traditional
Post Office services either done online or pay-
ment made directly into bank accounts. This
means that the Post Office incomeis being
continually eroded. We need to support our
Post Office or it will close.

I ntroduction

As many as 5.5 million people in the UK
may suffer from foodborne illnesses -
that®1 in 10 people Vulnerable
Groups, food poisoning is more likely to
affect people with lowered resistance to
disease than healthy people who might
show mild symptoms or none at all. Eld-
erly or sick people, babies, young chil-
dren and pregnant women are particu-
larly vulnerable to food poisoning. Seek
treatment if they have symptoms. Extra
care should aso be taken when prepar-
ing food for, and looking after, these
vulnerable groups to minimise the risks
of their coming into contact with food
poisoning bacteria.

When to Wash Hands.

Some germs can stay alive on our hands
for up to three hours and in that time
they can be spread to all the things we
touch - including food and other people.
So wash your hands regularly through-
out the day and especially at these times:
Before: Preparing food, eating, caring
for the sick; changing dressings, giving
medicines, looking after babies or the
elderly starting work; especidly if you
are afood, handler or health professional
putting in contact lenses.

Between: Handling raw foods (meat,
fish, poultry and eggs) and touching any

other food or kitchen utensils

After: Handling raw foods, particularly
meat, fish and poultry, going to the toilet
touching rubbish/waste bins, changing nap-
pies, caring for the sick, especially those
with gastro-intestinal disorders, coughing or
sneezing, especidly if you are sick, han-
dling and stroking pets or farm animals,
gardening - even if you wear gloves, clean-

Accidents are one of the biggest killers of
children in the UK. Last year, around 300
children and young people were killed in
accidents. To put thisin perspective, this
isfive times as many children as were
killed by family abuse or neglect, and 15
times as many children as were killed by
strangers. Accidents also put more chil-
dren in hospital than any other cause.
Every day, around 300 children are ad-
mitted to hospital because of their inju-
ries - that®over 100,000 children every
year. Many children are left scarred for
life or permanently disabled. Children
from less well-off families are particu-
larly vulnerable - they are far more likely
to be killed, admitted to hospital and ad-
mitted with more severe injuries than
their better-off counterparts. The tragedy
isthat many of these deaths and serious
injuries can be prevented. Child Safety
Week isthe Child Accident Prevention
Trust®flagship community education
campaign, raising awareness of serious
childhood accidents and how to prevent
them. Child Safety Week generates sub-
stantial media coverage for practical
safety advice and - by providing free re-
sources to community-based organisa-
tions - acts as a catayst for thousands of
local safety activities and events, which
reach millions of children and families
UK-wide.
