National Team Time Trail 
Sunday June 5th will see almost 150 cyclists 

from across England and Wales descend on 

Hatherleigh for the 2016 the National Team 

Time Championships. Each team will consist 

of three people ï male or female and race over 

a 32 mile course. The race is being promoted 

by the Mid-Devon Cycling Club who are no 

strangers to running prestigious races. They 

have run several championships in the past 

and are well known for the Totnes-Vire stage 

race ï the longest continuously run stage race 

in the UK. 

They are frequent visitors to Hatherleigh put-

ting on an early season race and also a round 

of the National Junior Road Race Series. 

It is the first time that this championship has 

been held in the South West. The riders will 

have to contend with the some challenging 

Devon terrain and over one section 3.5 mile 

stretch a very rough road surface with many 

corners that will test their bike handling skills 

to their limits. 

The first team will be started at 10:00 hours 

just to the west of the town. It is then out to-

wards Holsworthy past Beara Cross to Dun-

sland Cross. There is a left turn back to Hal-

will Junction. The race then turns back via a 

country road to Beara Cross. The riders will 

then do a second lap before returning to the 

start area. 

The winning menôs team will probably need 

to average around 28 m.p.h. taking less than 

70 minutes to claim the much sought after 

Championship Medals. Whichever team wins 

the menôs and womenôs championships will 

be new recipients as the respective defending 

champions Team Swift (Men) and Pearl 

Izumi (Women) have not entered.
