Thailand Jungle Expedition

Lyn & Darren Whitworth (mother & son!) 
are doing a charity challenge in aid of the 
South West MS Centre, Exeter. 
I was diagnosed with MS last year.  Once I 
had got my head round the implications of 
a major neurological disorder in my life, 
on my family , for my work, I decided that 
having a ‘ label’  doesn’ t mean that I have 
to stop enjoying the challenge of life.  My 
symptoms don’ t stop me from the work I 
love.  The diagnosis has made me more 
aware, and given me an insight of the im-
pact that major health issues can have on 
individuals and their families.  My son is 
joining me in this Charity Challenge to 
help support me.  
Our chosen charity is The South West MS 
Centre in Exeter.  This centre provides 
various therapies and support for MS suf-
ferers and their families.  It is part of the 

National Federation of MS Therapy Cen-
tres yet is the only one in the South west 
catering for Devon, Cornwall and Somer-
set. 
Multiple Sclerosis affects about 1 in 600 
people in the UK.  Symptoms usually be-
come apparent in young adults (between 
the ages of 20 and 40).  The severity and 
incidence of symptoms vary enormously. 
The challenge itself is also varied!  Having 
paid the registration and insurance fees we 
now have to start the first part of the chal-
lenge… 
1. Raise money to cover the cost of the ex-
pedition. 2. Raise money, over the cost, to 
give directly to our chosen charity - The 
SW MS Centre. 3. Get fit (and learn to use 
a kayak!) 4. The expedition itself!  For me 
this is not how I would normally choose to 
spend my annual leave!

Body blow for  Devon as Government cuts 
funding 

The Government is to cut its grant for public ser-
vices in Devon in a shock move revealed in new 

figures released by Whitehall. 

The decision was described as a "body blow" for 
people and communities across the county by 
County Council Leader Brian Greenslade who 
pledged to redouble the efforts to win fair fund-

ing for Devon. 

Devon is now set to get £50 per person LESS 
grant than even the average for English counties 
and that means a massive £36 million LESS for 
public services - equivalent to nearly 14% on 

Council Tax. 
 

Record recycling rate in Devon 
Devon is on course to become one of the 
best recycling and composting counties 

in the UK. 

Half-yearly figures show that between 
April and October Devon residents recy-
cled or composted nearly 40% of their 

waste. 
 

Devon is already one of the leading au-
thorities in the South West. Figures re-
leased by the Department for Environ-
ment, Food and Rural Affairs this week

Personally I am very glad that this title is still in use, albeit far less frequently than the 
ubiquitous Mothers Day, which, I suspect, is far preferable commercially! There is such a 
warmer and more personal feel about the word  “Mothering” . You can picture a mother’s arms 
gently caressing her tiny baby, or wrapped around  tearful or frightened child. There’s a warmth 
of  love and comfort (and firmness sometimes too! ) about being a good Mum, and in our 
generation we would want to apply this to Dad as well. How important, then, that there should 
be a special day to say thank you for all that’s so special about a good Mum, and then later on 
in the year to have Father’s Day. But unlike Father’  Day, which is always on the same date in 
June, the date of  Mothering  Sunday  varies  quite considerably. Why? – Because from its 
origin  many centuries ago it has always been on the Four th Sunday in Lent, when in the old 
Prayer Book one of the Bible readings refers to “Jerusalem …which is the mother of us all” . It  
was then chosen as a day when those working in service away from home should be allowed to 
visit their families.  This is a far cry from today, but it does remind us that Mothering Sunday in 
our country has always had an intrinsic association with the church,  and  that the “ family”  or 
congregation of the church should seek with God’s grace to be people filled with those God-
given “mothering”  qualities  of love and  forgiveness, comfort, kindness and care. 

This year in our Benefice  there will be two special  Mothering Sunday Family Services on 
March 26th, both at 11a.m. in which children and young people will take a special part, -at St. 
John the Baptist, Hather leigh (led by Preb. John Skinner) and at St. Mary’s Exbourne(led by
