A service of thanksgiving for the life of 
Andrew Winckler was held at St 
Mary’s Exbourne on the 22nd January.  
Andrew had lived at the Glebe House 
Exbourne since 1999 and was a valued 
and trusted member of the Exbourne 
church and village community. His in-
volvement in Exbourne was character-
ised by a quiet energy and a thoughtful 
commitment to the community. Not 
everyone was aware of the extent of his 
work behind the scenes within St 
Mary’s, and also at the Primary School 
where he advised and supported the 
School House Trust in its ambitious 
project to enlarge the School in 2002.  
Andrew had recently become a school 
governor but sadly his illness prevented 
him from taking up the post.  Andrew 
had a distinguished career, first in the 
Treasury and Diplomatic Service, and 
then as a senior executive in the private 
sector. Latterly he held a number of 
public service positions, such as mem-
bership of the Board of the Housing 
Corporation, which allowed him to 
combine his acute financial knowledge 
with a real concern for social issues, 
such as affordable housing, which af-
fected the various rural (and urban) 
communities he had come to love and 
know during his life.  At St Mary’s he 
will be particularly remembered for the 
introduction of the patronal festival, 
which hopefully will be a lasting legacy 
to his influence, but above all for his 
strong faith and fortitude.  He is greatly 
missed and our thoughts and prayers 
are with Marie and his family.

From Rev. John Smart 
It is rare these days to hear someone’s job de-
scribed as a vocation. It used to be used, and 
sometimes still is, of jobs such as teaching, 
nursing, doctoring and also of the work of a 
Priest or Minister. These are jobs with at least 
some element of personal care and dedication. 
Today the emphasis is all about working con-
ditions, hours and pay. Of course these are  
very important, but it is as though the care and 
dedication element is now no longer impor-
tant. Fortunately, though, there are those peo-
ple (more than are publicly recognised) who 
are ready, where necessary, to go beyond the 
limits of the job description. 
Vocation is from the Latin word which means 
‘calling’ . This theme occurs frequently in the 
Bible. For example the call of Abraham, 
Isaiah and the other prophets, of Paul, and the 
Twelve Disciples. In  some cases the Gospels 
specifically say that they heard  Jesus say 
‘come follow me’  and they ‘ left everything 
and followed Him’, by which is meant that 
Jesus became the centre and focus of their  
life.  Their lives now take on a deep sense of 
purpose and fulfilment. They have discovered 
their  vocation to follow Jesus, to learn from 
Him, to grow in faith, and to become mem-
bers of His team. 
 The initial reaction of Simon Peter was a 
sense of unworthiness, and of not being good 
enough, but by journeying  in faith and love 
through the bitter/sweet experiences of life we 
discover that indeed ‘God’s grace is sufficient 
for all our needs’ . This is the promise received 
from the Lord, which Paul records in  his sec-
ond Letter to the congregation at Corinth, and 

verified by the testing, yet deeply fulfilling, 
experiences of  his acceptance of God’s call. 
Christians are those who God calls, unwor-
thy though we are, to place Jesus at the cen-
tre of our  lives and to follow Him. 
Paul also says that those who become disci-
ples of Jesus belong as it were to His Body  
now. Arms, feet, hands, head, for example, 
he says, are all parts of the human body and, 
in their way, are all equally important. 
Priest/Minister, Churchwarden, flower ar-
ranger down  to the newest member of the 
congregation  are all equally important be-
cause we are all called and chosen by God 
to worship, pray, serve and witness to-
gether  and to support each other. Some 
have special responsibilities but no one is 
more important than another. 
 
To  think about our individual vocation, 
now and for the future, as members of 
Christ’s body, the Church, would be a good 
theme to hold in our thoughts and prayers 
(and actions?) during this season of Lent, 
and the preparations for the ministry of the 
new Priest -in -Charge for our United Bene-
fice. 
 
Words that could be helpful in our  Chr is-

tian vocation 
You have no body on earth but ours, No 
hands but ours, 
No feet but ours; Ours are the eyes showing 
your compassion to the world; 
Ours are the feet with which you go about 
doing good; 
Ours are the hands with which you are to 
bless us now. 
(written by St. Teresa of Avila(1515 –1585), 
a member of a Carmelite community 
 of nuns at Avila  in Spain .She wrote inspi-
rationally about prayer)

I can’ t resist having a look at the Visitors’  
Book when I lock Hatherleigh Church each 
evening and I thought Parish Pump readers 
might be interested in some visitor facts for the 
year 2006. 
Those who signed the Visitors’  Book last year 
came from 31 different counties in England 
and 13 different countries including the USA
(9), Canada (7), Australia (10), South Africa, 
New Zealand, Poland and Holland. 
Among the most fascinating entries were a 
family from Staffordshire, whose forebears 
had served the Parish in two World Wars; Ros-
siters from Herts, whose grandfather  was vicar 
here in the 1930s; The Beckmans from Amer-
ica, whose great, great grandparents were in 
the church in 1840: the Hurfords from East 
Sussex, whose ancestors are buried here and a 
lady from Glamorgan, whose great, great, great 
grandparents married here in 1827. An Ameri-
can traced their great grandfather John Johns, 
born in Hatherleigh in 1835; the Faceys came 
from Canada, to see where their family origi-
nated and the Stuarts from Tasmania would 
love information about relatives born in 
Hatherleigh between 1815 and 1844. Anyone 
remember them?! The Evans family from 
Worcester were descendants of Rev. Rowden, 
vicar in 1952. 
And there were other visitors too from South 
Africa. They didn’ t sign the visitors but were a 
delightful sight flying in and out of the church 
porch to their nests—swallows, who will hope-
fully return again this year. 
Whatever different reasons led people from all 
over the world to Hatherleigh and St. John the 
Baptist, some comments occur frequently—
gratitude for the peace and beauty of the 
church, admiration for the lovely church yard 
and pleasure at finding the doors open to visi-
tors—sentiments that all of us in Hatherleigh 
must share.
