Where would be we without hope? After a long, cold winter we hope for the sunlit warmth of 
spring and summer. At the end of a long term or period at work, we hope for a relaxing and en-
joyable holiday. When life is stressful or difficult, we hope for happier times. Hope keeps us 
going and drives us on, like the warm light shining through the windows of a pub or our home 
on a cold, dark night beckoning us in.

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CARE VILLAGE PLANS REVEALED 
An open meeting to display plans of the new 
state of the art Care Village that is being devel-
oped in Hatherleigh was held at Aalen House 
Nursing Home in Okehampton. 
PSP Healthcare, who also run Aalen House, 
met with residents, relatives and local health-
care professionals to explain their plans for the 
new care village. Project Director, Ann Bailey, 
told us that “the new facility will provide the 
very latest and best of care accommodation for 
the elderly in the area, even as far as Exeter.” 
She went on to explain that “all of the rooms 
will be fully en suite and feature electric profil-
ing beds, personal TV and telephone units as 
well as the latest in nurse call technology”. In 
addition the new Care Village will house a cin-
ema, library and snoozelum. Residents will also 
be able to call in at the dedicated Hair and 
Beauty salon before browsing the net in a spe-
cially adapted “silver surfers internet café”.  
The Hatherleigh Care Village is planned to 
open in the late Summer of this year and will 
provide nursing and specialist dementia care. It 
will employ over 60 people including nurses, 
health care assistants, house keepers and chefs. 
The site will also house a number of close care 
apartments for those looking to retain their in-
dependent living, but for whom the proximity 
to the care home and communal facilities would 
be beneficial.

CARE VILLAGE PUT TO EARLY USE 
The Hatherleigh Fire Service put the town’s 
new Care Village development to an early use 
by staging a training exercise on the construc-
tion site. Around 12 fire fighters attended the 
mock incident and used the opportunity to prac-
tice their BA search and rescue skills in smoke 
and darkness. Several casualties (dummies) 
were placed within the constructed building and 
Fire Fighters had to contend with a number of 
obstacles and challenges in searching for and 
retrieving the casualties safely out of the build-
ing. 
Station Officer; Kevin Drew told us “We are 
grateful to the operators of the new Care Vil-
lage, PSP Healthcare and to the builders D R 
Jones for so kindly letting us use this opportu-
nity to practice our skills”. The Hatherleigh 
Fire Service comprises 13 retained fire fighters 
from the local community, training every week 
on station and limited off station training, so the 
new Care Village was a perfect venue for train-
ing. 
Nick Hewitt Senior Project Manager from D R 
Jones said “This is a pioneering development 
for the area and will provide state of the art 
Nursing and Residential care for the elderly.  In 
addition a number of close care apartments, 
specially designed to facilitate independent 
living will be available.” 
The new Care Village is due to open in June 
2008 and will provide a level of accommoda-
tion and facility that does not exist in the local-
ity today. All of the bedrooms will be fully en-
suite and feature electric profiling beds as well 
as the latest in nurse call technology. The Care 
Village will include a library, cinema room and 
internet café and will be set in specially land-
scaped sensory gardens. 
 The strong demand for retirement and care 
accommodation for the elderly in the area is 
demonstrated by the fact that to date over 50 
enquiries have been received by PSP Health-
care from the prospective residents and close 
care purchasers; one from as far away as Hull 
wanting to return to Hatherleigh!

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Hatherleigh's Handy man  
To paraphrase Wilde 'to lose one hand is unfortunate, to lose both is carelessness' - yet this is ex-
actly what happened to one Thomas Roberts who, though handless, lead a full active life as 
schoolmaster of Hatherleigh for nearly 50 years.  
Born at Tor Point, Cornwall in 1771 he had for his godfather Lord Graves then in charge of Ply-
mouth Dock who, when Thomas was only 4 days old entered him in the Royal Navy as a mid-
shipman! This wasn't as bizarre as it seems as promotion then depended on length of service and 
clearly if one's 'service' began as a baby you had a great advantage over later entrants.  
Thomas joined Graves on his ship the 98 gun London in 1780 and was soon in action during the 
War of American Independence. During one engagement young Thomas was about to throw a 
grenade when it exploded destroying both of his hands and wounding him in 17 places. Treatment 
at that date consisted of cauterising stumps of limbs in boiling tar - an experience Thomas sur-
vived.  
The ship's carpenter rigged up a wooden hand which held a pen and Thomas learnt to write again 
becoming the Captain's clerk.  
In 1788 Thomas left the Navy and spent some time carving himself an improved set of 'hands' as 
well as broadening his reading. This stood him in good stead when, aged 21, Sir James Hamlyn of 
Clovelly hired him as tutor to his children. 
Whilst there Thomas both surveyed and laid out what we know today as Hobby Drive using skills 
picked up at sea. Thomas stayed in Clovelly for about 8 years becoming locally famous as the 
handless teacher'. His fame spread to Hatherleigh where there was then no school. John Pearse, a 
prominent wool merchant, decided to remedy this and rode over to Clovelly to invite Thomas to 
become master at his new school. Thomas agreed and in 1797 came to Hatherleigh where the old 
vestry room over the gateway leading into the churchyard had been set up as a schoolroom. He 
didn't come alone as on the 24th of August 1797 he married Mary Ann Brent at Clovelly.  
The couple went on to produce ten children of whom seven reached maturity. 
Thomas realised very quickly that he and his wife couldn't live on his teacher's wages and he be-
gan advertising for boarders. His fame must have been fairly great, as within a few years there 
was 'generally an average of eighty boarders beside day scholars.' They were taught 'Mathematics, 
Latin, Writing, Arithmetic, Drawing etc.' The old vestry room soon proved insufficient and Tho-
mas purchased an old building in the centre of Hatherleigh at the junction of South, High and 
Higher Streets, razed it and built a new school on the site. As something of a novelty playing 
fields were provided whilst swimming was available in two pools in the River Lew not too far 
away.  
Where Thomas got the money from to do this is a mystery although Lord Graves might have ad-
vanced it to him. Wherever it came from the investment was well made and Thomas ran the 
school until 1845 - nearly 50 years of service. It is recorded that 'During this period he educated 
upwards of eighteen hundred youths, boarders in his house.' It was also noted that 'amongst this 
large number of boys and during this extended period of time, not a boy died at the school' which 
reads rather oddly today.  
His wife died in December 1845 aged 72 and Thomas decided to retire. He lived another three 
years dying in December 1848 and was buried next to his wife in Hatherleigh churchyard. His 
memory was kept alive by three things; a local pond he built to sail his model boats on and teach 
his pupils navigation known as 'Roberts' Pond', a gallery in the North aisle of Hatherleigh church 
which he erected at his own expense in 1814 and the 1800 or so pupils he had taught. Perhaps the 
best lesson he ever gave, however, was the one he gave to everyone - that a seemingly crippling 
disability could be overcome if one tried hard enough. Courtesy of Hatherleigh.net

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Walk around Hatherleigh 
The walk starts at Hatherleigh Monument. To reach the monument, walk uphill, northwards, 
from the car park through the town. At the top of the hill, take the right fork, Park Road, Con-
tinue up the road, bearing left at the T-junction, for about a mile until you reach the Monument.  
This well-known landmark erected in 1860 in memory of Colonel William Morris, a local man 
who distinguished himself in the Charge of the Light Brigade in 1854.  
From this point there are spectacular views of northern Dartmoor including High Willhays, its 
highest point at 621 metres (2037 feet).  
Leaving the monument, walk back down the road in the direction of the town.  
Leave the road; following the sign posted bridlepath opposite the house named ‘Yollaberry'. 
Following the direction of the signpost, go through the next gate, about 400m away, and cross 
the central part of the Moor. After crossing a gully at the bottom of which runs a small stream, 
go through another gate and walk towards the fence, which you can see from here.  
When you meet the fence, follow it until you reach the road.  
Staying on the Moor follow the line of the road until you cross the stream.  
From here, walk towards a corner of the fence, which juts, into the Moor. 
At this point you will see a signpost, pointing at right angles to the path which you are on. Fol-
low this, and continue straight across the Moor, past another four-way signpost, until you meet 
the road, by the cattle pens. 
Turn right onto the road. Ignoring the first bridlepath sign on the right hand side, continue 
along the road until you reach the second bridlepath sign. 
Taking this path, head back onto the Moor and follow the path up the hill, back to your starting 
point.

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What Is High Blood Pressure?  
High blood pressure is a blood pres-
sure reading of 140/90 mmHg or 
higher. Both numbers are important.  
Nearly 1 in 3  adults has high blood 
pressure. Once high blood pressure 
develops, it usually lasts a lifetime. 
The good news is that it can be treated 
and controlled. 
High blood pressure is called the silent 
killer because it usually has no symp-
toms. Some people may not find out 
they have it until they have trouble 
with their heart, brain, or kidneys. 
When high blood pressure is not found 
and treated, it can cause: 
The heart to get larger, which may 
lead to heart failure. 
Small bulges in the walls of arteries  
Blood vessels in the kidney to narrow, 
which may cause kidney failure. 
Arteries throughout the body to 
"harden" faster, especially those in the 
heart, brain, kidneys, and legs. This 
can cause a heart attack, stroke, kid-
ney failure, or amputation of part of 
the leg. 
Blood vessels in the eyes to burst or 
bleed, which may cause vision 
changes and can result in blindness. 
What Is Blood Pressure? 

Blood is carried from the heart to all 
parts of your body in vessels called 
arteries. Blood pressure is the force of 
the blood pushing against the walls of 
the arteries. Each time the heart beats 
(about 60–70 times a minute at rest), it 
pumps out blood into the arteries. 
Blood pressure is always given as 
these two numbers, the systolic and 
diastolic pressures. Both are important. 
Usually they are written one above or 
before the other, such as 120/80 mmHg 
(measured in millimeters of mercury, a 
unit for measuring pressure). When the 
two measurements are written down, 
the systolic pressure is the first or top 
number, and the diastolic pressure is 
the second or bottom number (for ex-
ample, 120/80). If your blood pressure 
is 120/80, you say that it is "120 over 
80." 
Blood pressure changes during the day. 
It is lowest as you sleep and rises when 
you get up. It also can rise when you 
are excited, nervous, or active.  
Still, for most of your waking hours, 
your blood pressure stays pretty much 
the same when you are sitting or stand-
ing still. That level should be lower 
than 120/80 mmHg. When the level 
stays high, 140/90 mmHg or higher,

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you have high blood pressure. With 
high blood pressure, the heart works 
harder, your arteries take a beating, and 
your chances of a stroke, heart attack, 
and kidney problems are greater. 
What Is Normal Blood Pressure? 
A blood pressure reading below 120/80 
mmHg is considered normal. In gen-
eral, lower is better. However, very low 
blood pressure can sometimes be a 
cause for concern and should be 
checked out by a doctor 
10 things you should know about stroke 
1. Every five minutes someone in the 
UK has a stroke. 
2. A stroke is a brain attack. A stroke 
happens due to a clot or bleed in the 
brain, which causes brain cells to die. 
3. The signs of a stroke are: 
• Facial weakness 
• Arm or leg weakness 
• Speech problems 
• A loss to half of the visual field 
These signs may only last a few hours 
(called a Transient Ischaemic Attack - 
TIA) but must not be ignored. 
4. A stroke is an emergency. If you see 
the signs of a stroke act FAST and call 
999. Early treatment saves lives and 
increases the chance of making a better 
recovery. 
5. Stroke is the third biggest killer and a 
leading cause of severe adult disability 
in the UK. 
6. Almost one in four men and one in 
five women aged 45 can expect to have 
a stroke if they live to 85. 
7. More than three times as many 

women die from stroke than breast can-
cer in the UK. 
8. Unacceptable inadequacies in stroke 
care and research exist. For every £50 
spent on cancer research and £20 on 
heart disease research, only £1 is spent 
on stroke research. 
9. Eating healthily, taking more exercise, 
not smoking and ensuring blood pressure 
is normal, can all help to prevent stroke 
10. The Stroke Association is the only 
national charity solely concerned with 
helping everyone affected by stroke. We 
are working to create a world where 
there are fewer strokes and all those 
touched by stroke get the help they need. 
Taking a blood pressure is fast and 
painless, everyone should have their 
blood pressure checked at least annually. 
For those on medication 3-6 monthly 
will allow us to make any adjustments 
necessary. 
On Tuesday 22 April we will be doing 
our Market Day Screening so why not 
come along and have your blood pres-
sure checked and maybe a blood sugar 
too. Pick up some advice about Healthy 
Diet and watching the amount of salt in 
your diet.
