In some places,
these were known as ‘simnel’ or ‘simlin’ cakes fraime Old French ‘simenel’, meaning
‘bread made of fine flour’, appropriate for an oiifgy to God. So how did it end up as a
day when we give bunches of flowers to our mothémsdther less well-known tradition
gives us a clue. Mothering Sunday used to be krmsvRose Sunday — the day when the
Pope blessed the Golden Rose, an ornament of gdldems, and bestowed it on ‘the
royal lady whose zeal for the Church hath most shivself by pious deeds or pious inten-
tions’.
