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Love makes the World go round 
This year March begins with the solemnity of Ash Wednesday that marks the beginning of Lent, 

traditionally a season of penitence ï when Christians reflect on what in their lives is hurtful to 

God, others and themselves ï and discipline ï a time to put in practices that put those things 

right.

Two occasions only a few weeks apart in 

the season of Lent, yet seemingly miles apart in tone and sentiment. 

However, what they have in common is fundamental to our existence as human beings ï love. 

Mothering Sunday reminds us that it is love that nurtures and encourages us and helps us thrive 

and grow as individuals, families, and communities. Ash Wednesday reminds us that our love 

for God, for others, and for ourselves always falls short of what it could be and should be. Yet 

that is not a reason to give up. Rather, in our thanksgiving for those who have loved and cared 

for us, we are inspired anew. When we know ourselves loved, and understand how important 

that is to us, we realise how important it is for other people to be loved and valued. 

With modern technology, where it is so easy for us to express our thoughts and feelings not just 

to those close to us, but to the whole world, it is vital to remember that it is love that makes the 

world go round. However, love is not the easy option. When faced with people whose words and 

actions are hurtful or damaging to us or others, it takes courage and wisdom to show love and 

respect for them as human beings created and loved by God, whilst seeking to find a way 

forward that is right and just. It is a challenge that faced a man named Jesus, over 2000 years 

ago. For him, it involved compassion, confrontation, dedication, service, and sacrifice, but 

resulted in the possibility of hope, peace and freedom for all. It is a challenge now facing our 

world leaders, our church leaders, and us. If we wish to live in a world where there is hope, 

peace and freedom for all, it begins with love. 

 óDear friends, since God so loved us, we also ought to love one another. No-one has ever seen 

God; but if we love one another, God lives in us and his love is made complete in us.ô 

With prayers that you may discover the joy of Godôs love for you, as you show his love to 

others.

Thank You 
A big thank you to the people of Hatherleigh 

and surrounding district, who, just over a year 

ago kindly donated clothes, shoes and toys 

for the work of Seeway Trust in Ghana west 

Africa.  

We have been collecting and bailing clothes 

in our barn at Ford House on the A377. On 

the 18 January this year, a 40 foot container 

arrived on a lorry and with the help of friends 

and young people from the Amber 

Foundation in Chawleigh, within the three 

hour deadline the container was nearly filled. 

We put in about 100 by 55 Kg bails of good 

quality second hand clothes, 50 plastic bags 

of clothes, 400 kg of shoes. 8 boxes of 

childrenôs books, 8 boxes of toys and many 

other odd, but useful items to be used in the 

school we have built. 

All of this is because several years ago we 

visited a remote area in Ghana and we were 

told that young children had to walk for two 

hours to go to school. Most did not go, and 

with a total of a 4 hour walk daily found it 

difficult to learn. With our friends in Ghana 

we decided to build a school which was 

completed about two years ago. When opened 

there were about 25 children attending, in 

August 16 there were 70 and in October 16 

when I visited there were 145. There are still 

many children who need to attend and the 

money raised from the sale of the clothes and 

shoes will go toward building another 

classroom and toilet block. 

My wife Sally (who also runs Ford Footcare 

at the Community centre) and I, will be in 

Ghana when the container arrives, we look 

forward to seeing some items sold and others 

given away. We will keep you updated with 

the progress and further plans for the future.
