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Repor t from the Benefice Annual Meetings 
The Electoral Roll (Church Membership) num-
bers have stayed much the same with a few ad-
ditions replacing those who had moved away, 
particularly at Hatherleigh. The current num-
bers are Hatherleigh 46, Exbourne 21, Meeth 
10 and Jacobstowe 4. There are also others who 
are, as it were, in one way or another, attached 
to our congregation, through for example their 
children. 
The Church Accounts are all sound. At Ex-
bourne it seems that there could be a major 
problem with the wooden floor tiles and 
Hatherleigh may require a new heating system 
(reports are awaited) and either repair or re-
placement of the sound system.

The four th Sunday service 
I gather there has been much concern  
from regular worshippers at the  Hather-
leigh Churches about the apparent cessa-
tion of the monthly United Service on the 
4th Sunday. That concern is very under-
standable because this regular sharing of 
Worship has been a blessing for those at-
tending over many years, originally be-
tween the Anglicans and Methodists and 
more recently with The Vine Church. Such 
a concern shows that to share in United 
Worship is of great value and importance 
to many Christians.  This is how it should 
be because one of the great desires of Je-
sus was that His people should be one. 
This was the particular focus of His 
prayers in the hours preceding His arrest 
and eventual Crucifixion, as recorded in 
John’s Gospel, particularly Chapter 17. He 
realised that the diversity and often  the 
selfishness of human personality, with the 
inherent risk of prejudice and misunder-
standing, means that such unity is never 
easy but he teaches that we can never truly 
love God unless we also love one another. 
Peace, reconciliation and love are at the 
heart of the Christian Gospel, and commit-
ment to the cause of Christian reunion has 
been an important part of my Ministry. 
 
So why this change in our Service Rota? 
In fact it is only a temporary one until the 
end of the vacancy of a permanent Priest 
in Charge in our Benefice. Myself and Pre-
bendary John Skinner, who gives such in-
valuable assistance, were aware from the 
outset that the congregation at the Parish 
Church had declined in regular attendance. 
It is our hope and prayer that it will begin 
to increase and we felt that it would help 
in this respect if there was a Service every 
Sunday morning at St. John the Baptist. 
The 4th Sunday is also one of the only two 

Sundays in the month when John is available to 
lead Worship there. It would have been very 
disappointing if he was not always required. 
There were two very thoughtful meetings be-
tween myself, John Peak and Pat Legg – Bagg. 
Although they were naturally disappointed John 
and Pat could understand our concern and very 
graciously suggested modifications to the nor-
mal pattern. The Methodists and Vine congrega-
tions would continue to attend the 11 a.m. Ser-
vice at the Parish Church according to their pre-
sent pattern. Worshippers at the Parish Church 
would have the choice of either attending their 
own service on that day or that at the other two 
Churches. I am sorry that this all seems so com-
plicated but there are positive reasons. Most im-
portantly  we must continue as Christians in this 
town to work together, to grow in understanding 
and love and accept our common call to honour 
Jesus as our Saviour and to witness to the heal-
ing peace of the Cross and the joy of the Resur-
rection, and to join together to serve others in 
God’s name

Hather leigh Bus Services 
I have just picked up the latest bus timetable 
from the Co-op showing bus services for 
Hatherleigh commencing on 19 March.  I 
was horrified to see that the services from 
Hatherleigh to Exeter have been reduced to 
the early bus, returning early evening.  The 
other services during the day have been 
taken off.  The timetable states “alternative 
connections will be provided at other times 
for passengers wishing to travel from 
Hatherleigh to Exeter with additional jour-
neys being provided between Hatherleigh 
and Okehampton.”   The timetable only 
shows one outward option – that of leaving 
Hatherleigh at around 9.00 a.m. on a bus that 
reaches Okehampton at 9.25 a.m.  If you are 
lucky you can then catch the 9.30 a.m. ser-
vice to reach Exeter at 10.47 a.m., a journey 

taking nearly one and three quarter hours!  
 
The mid morning service is used fre-
quently by people in Hatherleigh, particu-
larly those without transport and teenagers. 
 
It is particularly annoying to note that the 
small communities of Exbourne and 
Jacbstowe now have an hourly service 
with thirteen buses to Exeter each day and 
fourteen coming back! 
 
I do not know to what extent these services 
are subsidised by Devon County Council 
but I should be grateful if the Town Coun-
cil could protest in the strongest possible 
terms to both DCC and Stagecoach Devon.   
It would be more logical to have a service 
linking Hatherleigh to Jacobstowe to pick 
up some of these buses, even if the link 
bus then went back to Folly Gate and into 
Okehampton.  It would appear that people 
have just looked at a road atlas rather than 
considering the nature of the communities 
and the implications of these changes.
