Dear Friends, 
One of my personal joys living in Hatherleigh is to walk, once a week, up to the Monument and 
back. The great panorama of Dartmoor and the Broadbury watershed across to the west is 
breathtaking and a real uplift in the midst of a busy week. Even more than that, I enjoy the view 
from the Belvedere tower where one has tremendous views to Exmoor and to the north as well. 
Prior to coming to Hatherleigh I was in ministry in Gloucester, and for relaxation we often went 
to the Malvern Hills. Again, the views are always uplifting and the air is always good. In addi-
tion, when I think that those hills were raised up almost 600 million years ago, I am helped to 
gain some perspective when thinking about this life of ours and the problems we encounter. 
Conquest, civil wars, Reformation and many other events have all come and gone leaving the 
great beauty of such places to stand, it seems, forever. At the top of the highest point, Worcester 
Beacon, is a topograph – a raised, circular, horizontal plaque - pointing out places of interest in 
the distant landscape and the distances to them. Around the edge is a quote from Psalm 24, 
verse one: 
 The earth is the Lord’s and the fullness thereof 
 [the world and those who dwell therein] 
How easy it is to stand there and feel the presence of God. How easy too, to think about people 
in the past who have found God in such places. Verse three of the Psalm says: 
 Who shall ascend the hill of the Lord? 
 And who shall stand in His holy place? 
It is not that the Malvern Hills, or Hatherleigh Moor, are more holy than anywhere else, but it is 
because the sheer beauty and scale of what we see stuns into stillness and silence and awe. 
What we see takes us away from the busyness of our world and our minds are set free to en-
counter the one who created it and created us. So much of our time is spent reminiscing about 
better times in the past, working hard in the present or planning for a different future, that we 
fail to enjoy the moment – now – and find God in it. God is also to be found in the busy streets 
of Okehampton, Exeter and Plymouth, but somehow we do not make the time and space to hear 
Him. 
Now Summer is upon us again, I hope that you will be able to get out and enjoy the beautiful 
countryside which surrounds us in West Devon. Take time and relax, forget what hasn’t been 
done or what needs to be done and just be – be who you are (with both your strengths and your 
weaknesses) in the presence of God. He loves you very much, and if you take time and space to 
listen, you might hear Him talking to you.
