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It started in my prostate but spread elsewhere before it was found. It’s aggressive, 
inoperable, incurable, and unless God heals me miraculously (a possibility that I and many 
others are praying for), it will kill me.  I’ve not wasted my time asking ‘why me?’  ‘Why 
not me?’ seems more appropriate.  God never promised that Christians would be immune 
from the difficulties of life. 
How do I feel?  Physically, I feel well.  Occasional pain or general discomfort, and I get 
more tired than I used to.  The biggest battle is in my head – I’ve got this thing inside me 
and I don’t know what it’s doing! I am receiving treatment which should ‘buy me some 
time’ and the medics seem to think that I’ve got a couple of good years in me yet.  My 
determination is to get on with life, but it has changed my priorities and perspectives! 
I’m not afraid to die, but I would prefer it to be peacefully in my sleep when I’m much 
older.  Neither do I want to leave my wife to face life alone at a time when we should be 
anticipating retirement together (I’ve just turned 60 years old).  At the moment only one of 
our children is married, and we have no grandchildren.  Will I ever attend the weddings of 
the other two, or enjoy the pleasure of their children?  Will I die before my own mother, 
with all the distress that will cause to her?  So many questions! 
In the midst of these unanswerable questions, I do have some certainties. God still loves 
me.  I have never been more sure of anything in my life.  I experience His closeness daily.  
Whether He heals me or not, He will walk with me on this journey and I will continue to 
trust Him.  There are many others in this community and across the world who love me 
too, and are praying for me as I go through this.  Their messages of goodwill and support 
are a huge encouragement. 
Ultimately we all die, and none of us know when.  I am certain that whenever my time 
comes, death will be a transition into an eternity spent with the loving God into whose 
hands I committed my life as a teenager, and who has proved faithful to take care of me 
ever since.  He will not fail me now.

As our minds turn to all things outdoors, it is good to remember to make sure your 
vaccinations are up to date.  Youngsters between 13-15 years need to have tetanus, 
diphtheria and polio booster, and a 2nd MMR if they haven’t had one. 
It is reported that measles, mumps and rubella (German measles) are all on the increase 
and although the symptoms can be mild, they can lead to some pretty nasty after-effects 
which can include blindness, weak heart and infertility.  Please call the surgery or make 
an appointment if you have any concerns or would like to check on this. 
Don’t forget to check on travel vaccinations.   Many countries require you to be 
protected, so give yourselves plenty of time before you leave to make sure you are up-to-
date.  The majority of vaccinations are kept at the surgery and most are free.  Please call 
us with your travel dates and country to be visited and we will make an appointment for 
you. 
The other thing to be aware of as we make the most of the warm weather is to be on the 
look out for tics.
