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From Revd. John Smart 
At last there is definite progress to report over the appointment of a new Priest in Charge. On 
November 7th Bishop Michael Langrish, Bishop of Exeter and thereby senior Bishop of the 
Diocese of Exeter (and County of Devon) is meeting Church Wardens and PCC members in the 
Old Schools. This follows lengthy consultation between the four Benefice Parishes and our 
Archdeacon of Totnes (yes – our Benefice is the furthermost area within his oversight!). During 
this each Parish compiled a Parish Profile (e.g. population, community sociological details, size 
and nature of congregation) and a joint statement of the sort of Priest who was felt to be most 
suitable – not an easy task! Following his meeting Bishop Michael will recommend someone 
who will then meet with the Wardens and PCC with a view to them making a final decision. 
Prayer support from as many as possible especially in our Parishes is, of course, a vital part in 
this complex process. 
Baptisms  A somewhat disappointing aspect of my ministry here has been the extremely small 
number of children who have been brought for the sacrament of Baptism – just two, and one of 
these a grandchild from far away. Baptism (Christening is the popular name) is the great occasion 
of initiation into membership of the Christian Church, based on the personal commitment of the 
person – or, in the case of children, the parents – to Jesus as Lord. This is preceded by 
appropriate, simple, instruction. In our very secular society it is not surprising sadly that the 
numbers nationally have declined. It is  also understandable that parents sometimes feel that their 
commitment is at the moment not deep enough to have their children ‘Christened’  and, provided 
that they have thought and prayed about this, one respects their decision. But, in such situations, 
young parents may not be aware that the new Church of England Common Worship Prayer Book 
provides a Service of Blessing and Thanksgiving for the birth of a child. This is a lovely simple 
occasion when parents and their new baby, the family and friends can come to Church to 
celebrate this exciting event and to ask God’s Blessing and dedication on their child now and for 
the future. If so desired, Baptism can then follow at a later age.  There may, I hope, be some 
families who would like to think seriously about this. Clergy and Lay Leaders in a congregation 
are always willing to be of help over these very important decisions about Christian family life.  
New Church Year  The Christian/Church year, which in some significant aspects is different 
from the secular calendar, draws to a close this month. On Advent Sunday (3rd December) we 
shall begin the Christian Year as we prepare for the celebration of Christ’s birth. There will be 
evening Advent Carol Services at Hatherleigh (with the St. Andrew’s Singers) and Exbourne on 
that day. Singing carols is a world not restricted to Christmas. It has traditionally been associated 
also with Advent and Easter. More details nearer the time.     John

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WHY A POPPY? 
During the First World War, the battlefields were 
fought over so many times that in the end not a 

house, not a tree, not a single hedge was left 
standing. Each May the poppy grew and provided 

the only colour in those muddy fields. To the 
soldiers it provided the only ray of hope in a 

miserable war and it became their symbol for the 
peaceful world that they hoped for when the war 

was over. 
We wear a poppy to remember those who gave and 
are still giving their lives for their country; 119 over 
the past 3 years in Iraq alone and 35 in Afghanistan 
since May this year. The recent prolonged and close 
quarter fighting against the Taliban has led to an 
increase in casualties. The media has recently 
highlighted a number of weaknesses in the way they 
are treated and the level of assistance they are given 
during their rehabilitation. Those that leave the 
Services are increasingly likely to turn to Service 
charities for help. 
The money raised from the Poppy Appeal goes 
towards the £54 million that the British Legion 
spends each year in providing vital welfare support 
to those ex-Service men and women and their 
dependants who are in genuine need. 
Last year the Hatherleigh area raised a record total 
of over £2,250 for the Poppy Appeal.

Most people 
affected are over 65, but anyone can 
have a  stroke, including children and 
even babies.  A stroke is the third most 
common cause of death in the UK. It is 
also the  single most common cause of 
severe disability. More than 250,000 
people live  with disabilities causes by 
stroke.  It could happen to you, or 
someone you care for. If it does, you©ll 
want to  know as much as you can 
about strokes.  This section tells you all 
about strokes - what causes them, the 
effects  that they can have, how they 
can be prevented and how they are 
treated.    10 things you should know 
about stroke  1. Every five minutes 
someone in the UK has a stroke.  2. A 
stroke is a brain attack. A stroke 
happens due to a clot or bleed in  the 
brain, which causes brain cells to die.  
3. The signs of a stroke are:  *  Facial 
weakness  *  Arm or leg weakness  *  
Speech problems  *  A loss to half of the 
visual field  These signs may only last a 
few hours (called a Transient Ischaemic 

Attack -  TIA) but must not be 
ignored.  4. A stroke is an 
emergency. If you see the signs of a 
stroke act FAST and  call 999. Early 
treatment saves lives and increases 
the chance of making a  better 
recovery.  5. Stroke is the third 
biggest killer and the leading cause 
of severe  disability in the UK.  6. 
Almost one in four men and one in 
five women aged 45 can expect to 
have a  stroke if they live to 85.  7. 
More than three times as many 
women die from stroke than breast 
cancer in  the UK.  8. Unacceptable 
inadequacies in stroke care and 
research exist. For every  £50 spent 
on cancer research and £20 on heart 
disease research, only £1 is  spent on 
stroke research.  9. Eating healthily, 
taking more exercise, not smoking 
and ensuring blood  pressure is 
normal, can all help to prevent 
stroke.  10. The Stroke Association is 
the only national charity solely 
concerned  with helping everyone 
affected by stroke. We are working 
to create a world  where there are 
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fewer strokes and all those touched by 
stroke get the help  they need.    Stroke 
is a frightening experience for both the 
stroke person and their  family. It 
involves a lot of immediate medical 
treatment and sometimes  months or 
years of ongoing rehabilitation. It can be 
very confusing taking  on board 
information about what has happened as 
well as learning about the  practical 
steps needed to help the person make 
the best possible recovery.          
Helping rehabilitation    
Unfortunately, however natural it is to 
feel depressed and anxious, negative  
feelings will get in the way of progress. 
It©s important for the person to  focus on 
what they want to achieve and stay 
positive. Here are some tips.  Practise 
the tasks therapists have taught between 
therapy sessions - but  don©t exhaust 
yourself.  Understand why each task has 
been set. This will help keep you 
motivated.  Remember that recovery can 
be gradual and even when progress is 
slow it is  worth persevering.  Don©t 
push people away. Talking to others, or 
even just being with other  people if you 
have difficulty communicating, can stop 
you becoming isolated  and withdrawn.  
Stay healthy. Plenty of sleep, a good 
diet and regular physical exercise are  
all important to your rehabilitation.  
Don©t despair if you don©t fully regain 
your previous abilities. Enjoy the  best 
quality of life and independence that

The Chairman introduced Stewart Horne of the 
West Devon Business Information Point (BIP) in 
Okehampton who outlined a new free business 
support scheme 
Madeleine Taylor brought us up to date about the 
current state of the Post Office and highlighted 
the total frustration about the inter machinations 
of the Government, the Post Office and Royal 
Mail who all seem hell bent to squeeze local post 
offices out of business. 
Charles Chalcraft announced that he is wishing 
to step down as Chairman after being elected to 
set up the Business Forum in December 2003.
