Shopping for Christmas is already underway as | could tell by the longer than usual queues the
other day at the check-out at Trago Mills! Sadly it seems that autumn, for some the most beauti-
ful of al the seasons, is amost being squeezed out by the ever increasing commercial pressures
of preparing for Christmas. Such is the nature of consumerism where shopping has become an
aternative religion, and shopping- malls alternative cathedrals. The Christian Religion, which
offers us the best gift of all in knowing Jesus as Saviour, and following his way of love, forgive-
ness and peace, has almost been submerged by the advancing tide of materialism. To varying de-
grees, from the very beginning of the Christian Church, there has always been a struggle be-
tween the claims of Christianity and those of materialistic secularism. Which of these, | wonder,
ismoreimportant to you and your lifestyle?
In order to highlight (in a sense to advertise) the key eventsin the life of Christ, the Christian
Church from early times compiled a calendar, ‘a Christian Year’ to run alongside the secular cal-
endar. A date was chosen, for instance, for Christmas to coincide with a very popular midwinter
time for partying in the Roman empire, and a date for Easter linked with the phases of the moon
which determine the Jewish Passover Festival when Jesus was crucified and rose from the dead,
and so on. In some instances, such as Christmas and Easter, the two Calendars do still coincide,
but many great Christian Festivals such as Ascension Day, Pentecost, All Saints Day and the im-
portant seasons of Lent and Advent are sometimes now no longer specified in the secular calen-
dar.
One of these Festivalsis November 1%, All Saints Day (or its old title of All Hallows Day). It is
a special opportunity to celebrate the lives of those Christians, too many to number, who
throughout the centuries right down to the present day have been courageous, faithful and prayer-
ful followers of Jesus as Lord. Many are recorded in history, some with the title “ Saint” -and
they have their particular anniversary datesin the Christian calendar. Others are ordinary, yet just
as special, people known only to us. On All Saints Day we are also reminded that faithful Chris-
tians belong together, on earth and in heaven to the Communion of Saints. Because thisis such a
special festival it is now frequently kept on the 1% Sunday in November and so will be an impor-
tant feature in our Benefice Services on that day.
The following day November 2" (sometimes called All Souls Day) istraditionally atime espe-
cially to remember those within our families and friends, and the community, who have died,
particularly during the past year. In our love we give thanks for their lives and entrust them to
God's eternal love (as we shall also do later in November on Remembrance Sunday for those
who have been killed through war and conflict). It is both strengthening and consoling to know
that we, and our departed loved ones and friends always belong together in the Lord. On Thurs-
day 2" November everyone from our Benefice isinvited to a special service of Remembrance,
Love, and Hope in St. John the Baptist Hatherleigh at 7 p.m. and lasting around 40 minutes.
There will be readings, prayers, some quiet time, a hymn and the opportunity, if so wished, to
light a candle in memory of your departed loved ones and friends. They can aso be remembered
by name. | hope people will find this very helpful.

Flu Vaccination
At thistime of year | am normally about to be
inundated with Flu vaccines. However due to
circumstances beyond our control our suppliers
cannot get the bulk of our vaccines to us until
18 December. Though | know this seems late
our local Practices have the same delay. Instead
of spreading the vaccines out over October No-
vember and December the plan will be to have
2 days when myself and a nursing colleague
vaccinate as many patients as we can. For those
patients the Doctor feels are at more risk we
will have afew vaccines at the end of October.
These patients we will be in contac with at the
start of October.
What thiswill mean to you

Instead of being able to offer general screening
blood pressure blood tests etc. These clinics
will be purely for flu vaccination. Y ou will be
given aform which asks afew simple questions
to make sure you arefit for vaccination. You
will then be called through for your vaccine.
We would ask that you have a short sleeved top
on or easy access to the top of your arm.

When we are sure of the exact dates of delivery
we will have posters at the surgery and posters
around the Town asking you to call for atime

to be at the surgery. Thiswill not be an exact
time but more of a guide for what time you
are seen.

I hope this doesn®inconvenience you too
much and please do not be off put by the
lateness of vaccination. For those of you
regularly vaccinated in the past you will be
carrying some immunity which will be fully
boosted with this years vaccine.

Itisdtill vital for you to attend

There are two major types of flu virus: in-
fluenza A, generally the cause of more seri-
ousillness, and influenza B. The difficulty in
combating flu occurs because the viruses can
change their identity. This may be a dight
change (a drift) meaning that individuals no
longer have immunity to the viruses, result-
ing in outbreaks of illness. Alternatively, the
viruses can change their identity very signifi-
cantly (a shift) which may result in aworld-
wide epidemic of flu - a pandemic.

Deaths as adirect result of flu infection are
often under-reported because flu is not docu-
mented as the cause of death on the death
certificate. Instead, the death may be attrib-
uted to myocardial infarction (heart attack)
or pneumonia.

Even in non-epidemic years as many as
3,000 to 4,000 excess desths are attributable
to fluin the UK.2 During epidemicsthis
level is much higher - for example during the
epidemic of 1989-90 there were almost
30,000 excess deaths in Grest Britain attrib-
utable to flu Every year episodes of flu with

100,000 of the population are usual. In 1999,
there was above average activity, with a peak of
2724 reported cases of flu or flu-likeillness per
100,000 population at the beginning of January
The winter of 2000/01 saw much less activity
with a peak of 69 cases per 100,000 occurring in
mid-February. The highest rates in recent times
were in the winter of 1989/90 when a peak of
583 cases per 100,000 population was seen.

Generally speaking, babies are born with
healthy backs and good posture. But as they
grow, children adopt habits such as douching in
front of the TV or hunching over desks at
school. A survey by BackCare found that 80 per
cent of children carry too much weight in the
wrong types of bags (carrying bags on one
shoulder); in fact, many children carry the
equivalent of up to athird of their body weight
in their bags.

Following these findings, the charity made a
series of recommendations to head teachers, in-
cluding discouraging the use of unsuitable yet
fashionable bags which could cause long-term
damage to the spine.
