confusion.  GPôs reports are frequently unhelpful 

and doctors appointed by the Department for 

Work and Pensions to examine claimants 

frequently give reports which bear no relation to 

what the claimantôs treating doctors say.   Short 

and strict time limits are given for Appeals and 

Tribunal appointments.  Claimants who are 

unrepresented when they go to a Tribunal often 

flounder and donôt do themselves justice. 

The worst people to complete the cumbersome 

application forms are the disabled person and 

their carer.  Most, I find, donôt know how to 

frame the answers to questions in a way which 

shows their disabilities in their true light.  Carers 

forget just how much care they give-they are so 

used to just doing it. 

If the government allowed people entitled to the 

benefits to claim them automatically or with a 

simple form and procedure to be adopted, we 

would soon see an end to the under spend of £4 

billion of benefits not taken up.  The most 

deserving of our society simply do not get the 

government support they really need. 

I was heartened to read this week of parents who 

have sued the DWP for breach of their childôs 

human rights.  Up until now, children under 

three were not allowed to claim the mobility 

component of DLA no matter how impaired 

they were.  The judges have now ruled that the 

DWP is wrong in refusing to pay mobility 

benefits to a child who would otherwise qualify 

except for his age. 

Over 10,000 families may now be able to claim 

the mobility component of DLA as a result of 

this ruling.  This means up to just under £50 per 

week extra may be made available-and it may be 

possible to use the money to lease a new car 

under the Motability Scheme. Many potential 

claimants, especially those receiving means-

tested benefits, will be entitled to free legal help 

from firms like mine who operate the Legal 

Help scheme-so do enquire.
